All “Bets” Are Off!
A Module for Grades 7 and 8
The curriculum is part of the Michigan Model for Comprehensive School Health Education. 

Summary: The curriculum looks at the positive and negative consequences of gambling, reviews the different types of gambling, recognizes the signs of problem gambling and provides the youth with skills to set guidelines for their own gambling. Activities to engage parents are included.
The curriculum for grades 7-8 is organized into 5 lesson plans:

· Lesson 1: Gambling-What is it? What are the risks? (40 minutes)
· Lesson 2: It’s Not Worth the Risk (40 minutes)
· Lesson 3: Watch for the Signs-Get Help! (40 minutes)
· Lesson 4: Trickery and Manipulation (40 minutes)
· Lesson 5: Spreading the Word
Each lesson plan includes information about instructional design, materials needed, and learner outcomes. 

Schedule of Sessions:
We suggest that the following schedule. Each day should be 40 minutes to 1 hour of problem gambling prevention.
